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This Annex provides visuals to give insight into the Gold Standard project cycle in relation to 
the actual project, as depicted in Figure B-1, Figure B-2, Figure B-3 and Figure B-4. An 
overview of the entire project cycle as presented per chapter, with an indication of the 
timeline and the paragraph numbers of each section in the toolkit, is shown in Figure B-5, 
Figure B-6, Figure B-7, Figure B-8 and Figure B-9. Note that timelines and diagrams are 
indicative, unless it is explicitly stated that the period is fixed. For the actual formal steps of 
the project cycle, please refer to the Requirements document.  

Actual Project Track: Refers to any project, whether carbon-related or not. 

Carbon Credit Track: Refers to, for example, a CDM project.  

Gold Standard Sustainability Track: Refers to either a GS CDM (CER) or a GS voluntary 
(VER) project. 
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
